This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Music is taught using the KAPOW scheme of learning. Each class teaches music for half a term, once a week. 
These lessons are based on the Government’s music model and are designed to steadily increasing development of musicianship. 
Lessons focus on 
· Performing
· Listening
· Composing
· The history of music
· Inter-related dimensions of music: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, texture, structure, timbre
At Blundeston, our teachers set high expectations for every pupil, whatever their prior attainment. Potential areas of difficulty are identified and addressed at the outset. Lessons should be planned to address potential areas of difficulty and to remove barriers to pupil achievement. Teachers make reasonable adjustments to their lessons and use planning to challenge all pupils depending on their ability. Children with SEND are individually supported in class depending on their various requirements, for example: use of ear defenders when music lessons are louder than average or use of quiet spaces to practise where needed.
We understand that music enriches individual lives as well as a school’s wider community, and we use our singing to demonstrate this. Our pupils sing each week as part of collective worship singing assembly. In these, the children learn a range of Christian songs. All pupils in Key Stage 2 perform to parents at our annual Christmas Carol concert and children in Years 1 and 2 sing as part of their Harvest festival performance. Children in EYFS and Key Stage 1 sing in role during their annual nativity. EYFS and Key stage 1 use song and rhyme throughout the curriculum to enhance the learning. 
We offer a choir club to our Years 4, 5 and 6 children. They practise each week and have opportunities to perform across the year to the school, parents and wider community. Our school governor for music assists in these sessions. 
We work with the Suffolk Music Services who teach our Y4s to play glockenspiels and drum pads as a class on a weekly basis throughout the whole year. They perform each term to the parents to demonstrate their learning.  
The Suffolk Music Service also delivers guitar lessons to children in upper Key Stage 2. This is optional. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	We offer a free choir club to our Years 4, 5 and 6 children. They practise each week and have opportunities to perform across the year to the school, parents and wider community. Our school governor for music attends these practise sessions and performances where possible. 
We use Suffolk Music Services who teach all our Y4s to play glockenspiels and drum pads. These sessions are for an hour a week throughout the school whole school year. They conduct the lessons as a whole class. They perform each term to the parents to demonstrate their learning.  
The Suffolk Music Service also delivers guitar lessons to children if upper Key Stage 2. This is optional and parents pay for these sessions. We offer these free to our pupil premium students, and offer loan of the instruments for all children. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have one singing assembly each week for all pupils to attend in Key Stage one and Key Stage two. EYFS join this throughout the year when appropriate. A mixture of traditional hymns and modern songs are taught and sang collectively during this time. Songs are repeated to build pupil confidence and knowledge of songs. Children enjoy singing at Blundeston. 
Musical performances our children take part in: 
KS1 harvest festival
YR and Y6 Christingle 
All - Easter service
Y4 Glockenspiel and drum pads each term
EYFS and KS1 Nativity 
Choir events such as collective worship, church celebrations and summer fete
Events attended as an audience to offer inspiration
Y5 Benjamin Brittan Performance 


In the future
[bookmark: _GoBack]This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	To improve our music provision our plan is to: 
· Increase the amount of exposure our children are given to music across history and cultures. This needs to be woven into our wider curriculum areas and our mental health and mindfulness times. Children need to learn to appreciate the wonderful variety of music outside of the music lessons. Suggested songs from the Government’s Music Model can be used as a basis for this. This will also help to boost the learning time for music each week. 
· A variety of songs can open and close our collective worship. These will help the children appreciate different music and cultures, building our respect for others.
· CPD through the Suffolk Music Hub for subject coordinator and teachers to improve the leadership and the quality of teaching 
· To use visitors who have careers in music to inspire and open up the children’s eyes to where music can take them
· Invite choirs and musicians into school so build cultural capital 
· Open choir to Y3 to increase participants
· Opportunities for all to perform e.g. Young Voices (London)
· Organise a music day/week using Music Hub partnerships https://suffolkcountymusicservice.co.uk/schools-services/partnership-projects/
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
