Music is all around us. It connects us through people and places in our ever-changing and diverse world. It is creative, collaborative, celebratory and challenging (Model Music Curriculum). Music can bring communities together and feed the soul of every student, increasing their self-esteem, happiness and sense of belonging. 

Our music vision is for our children to be exposed to and appreciate music from all around the world and across generations. We aim to teach diversity and respect through our music curriculum by learning about different traditions and communities.  
We want children to feel the emotion and sense of belonging when singing and performing in a group, as well as appreciate the wonderful sounds we make when we work together.

Our vision is for every child to feel they are musical and develop a lifelong love of music. We focus on developing the skills, knowledge and understanding that children need in order to become confident performers, composers and listeners. 
	Music Aims

We primarily teach music through the Kapow Curriculum which uses the Government’s Music Model for its scheme of learning. The lessons develop the musical skills of singing, listening and responding to music, playing tuned and untuned instruments, improvising and composing music. 
These elements combine to steadily increase the development of musicianship. 

Children will be exposed to a range of music and develop an understanding of the history and cultural context of music they listen to. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Through music, our curriculum helps children develop transferable skills such as working in a team, leadership, creative thinking, problem solving, decision making and presentation and performance skills.

Children in Lower KS2 learn a tuned instrument over the year and all children in upper key stage 2 have the opportunity to take this further for small groups lessons with a peripatetic music teacher.  

Through this teaching children will be able to meet the objectives set out in the national curriculum.

	Music Implementation

	Performing 
Children will be taught to:
· Sing songs in two or more secure parts from memory, with accuracy, fluency, control and expression. 
· Work as a group to perform a piece of music, adjusting the interrelated dimensions of music as required, keeping in time with others and communicating with the group. 
· Perform a solo or taking a leadership role within a performance.
· Perform with accuracy and fluency from graphic and staff notation and from their own notation.
	Singing 
Through good vocal production, careful listening and well-developed sense of pitch, pupils will be able to sing in harmony and with musical delivery by the end of Year 6. The following principles are kept in mind when developing singing techniques
· Warm ups 
· Breathing
· Posture
· Dynamics
· Context
· Vocal health
	Listening   
Listening to music is fundamental to musical understanding. By learning to listen critically, pupils will not only expand their musical horizons but also gain a deeper understanding of how music is constructed and the impact it can have on the listener. Children will listen to a broad range of music to help develop other areas of musical activity, including composing and performing. 
Listening and appreciating a range of music builds cultural capital and also promotes diversity, inclusion and equality. 
	Composing 
Children will be taught to: 
- Improvise coherently and creatively within a given style, incorporating given features. 
- Compose a multi-layered piece of music from a given stimulus with voices, bodies and Instruments. 
- Compose an original song, incorporating lyric writing, melody writing and the composition of accompanying features, within a given structure. 
- Develop melodies using rhythmic variation, transposition and changes in dynamics, pitch and texture. 
- Record own composition using appropriate forms of notation and/or technology and incorporating. 

	The history of music 
Children are given opportunities to discuss musical eras in context, identifying how they have influenced each other, and discussing the impact of different composers on the development of musical styles, and how this has impacted other composers or artists. 
	Vocabulary 
We teach the music specific vocabulary to all children and ensure that some of this vocabulary is on display. We challenge the children to use this in their discussions, feedback and evaluating.  
	Support for All
Music lessons have high expectations for all learners. Lessons are planned to address potential areas of difficulty and to remove barriers to pupil achievement.
Adaptations are made to ensure all children can succeed within the lessons. This may include: shorter sessions or breaks, ear defenders or adult support.
	Talk for Music
Children and staff are given opportunities to talk about music and the impact on their lives. This may be through music lesson, RSHE lessons, collective worship or the wider curriculum. Children are encouraged to use their vocabulary and learning across their music journey.
